Felice Bryant (1925-2003) and Boudleaux Bryant (1920-1987) wrote the fast-paced song at the
Gatlinburg Inn, which still stands, and named it after a peak in the Great Smoky Mountains.

Recorded by the Osborne Brothers in 1967, the song became a hit on the country charts in

1970 when Lynn Anderson recorded it. Then in 1972, U T '“Rride of the Southland Marching

Band” played it for a halftime drill in Neyland Stadium during the Alabama game. The crowd
went wild and Rocky Top was an instant classic, becoming an official state song in 1982.

The Bryant couple wrote more than 3,000 country, pop, and rock songs for such artists as the
Everly Brothers, Roy Orbison, Buddy Holly, Tony Bennett, Elvis Costello, The Grateful Dead,
Simon & Garfunkel, Ray Charles, Bob Dylan, Linda Ronstadt, and many others. The Bryants
moved to Gatlinburg in 1978 and were elected into the Country Music Hall of Fame in 1991.
